Things to Remember:  Lessons for the reviews

· Ensure that all items on Form C or Form D have a corresponding narrative

· Ensure all items on Form C or Form D have ONLY ONE code

· Job Embedded does NOT mean takes place outside the school day

· Timelines need to be comprehensive and include

· General time of the year it will take place

· When the actual sessions will take place

· Who will facilitate/train (with qualifications if not a district employee)

· Explain how the PD goals relate to the SIP or the DSP

· Include the SIP goal number and page number (make it easy to find)

· Make sure all the money allocated for the 2007/2008 school year is included

· A series must include PD that is connected by data and goals

· Don’t do a narrative for every activity if connected

· Don’t lump together unrelated PD

· A School Improvement Plan is not data

· Anecdotal

· Qualitative

· Quantitative

· Goals should be overarching and address all the needs established through the data analysis

· Monitoring progress DOES NOT mean at the end

· During the PD have 3 checkpoints to make sure it is going well and addressing goals

· In most cases data used to determine the need should be included in data used to determine impact

· Use specific data

· Example:  SALT Survey or NECAP are multifaceted and the reviewer can not know which component was examined
