What data do we have locally?

Roles:  

· Facilitator (ensures everyone is heard and all are participating)

· Time Keeper

· Scribe (creates the final poster)

Step 1:  Brainstorm all the different sources of data you have available to you at the district/school level.  Think about the cogs of data above and other data sources beyond assessment data.

Step 2:  Considering that list, brainstorm all the different data sources you would like to have available to you at the district/school level

Step 3:  From the list of available data choose those that you will examine as you pinpoint professional development needs (do not include RIDE level data- only local). 

Step 4:  Write your district/school name on the 2 pieces of chart paper 

Step 5:
  List the local data sources you plan on using to determine PD need on the first chart paper (from step 3)

Step 6:  From the list of data you like to have available, create a “Data Wish List” using the other piece of chart paper

Step 7:  After you have consensus and make sure your district/school is on each hang the chart paper
