	What do you need to teach along the way for students to successfully complete your school’s graduation by proficiency exhibition? 

	What course or department could teach and assess the identified knowledge and skills?

	Example: The student must be able to communicate ideas effectively.


	Example: The student will need to be taught to introduce a topic clearly and creatively, maintain a clear focus on the topic, include smooth transitions to connect key points, and ways to end with a logical and relevant conclusion.
