2014 RI Social Studies Summer Institute

The theme of this conference is the impact of civic action and civic education on Rhode Island’s history and future. This conference will include workshops on integrating social studies content with the Common Core State Standards (CCSS), instruction and assessment strategies and resources, the RI Social Studies GSEs (SS GSEs), and topics in Rhode Island History and civic education.

The conference aims to provide teachers with opportunities to hear first-hand from their peers about successful strategies and resources for teaching the SS GSEs and integrating the CCSS, to learn more about resources supporting instruction in Rhode Island history and civic education, and to create partnerships between K-12 institutions and higher education to further student engagement.  Students have been invited to present their civics and history projects during a special session in the afternoon.

· Successful strategies for engaging students and helping them understand the relevance of civics, social studies, and history, particularly on topics relating to the conference theme (e.g., groups of people who through civic action impacted history and life now; civic principles and democratic ideas/ideals and their influence on history through today and into the future) 
· Tying civics, social studies, and history to other disciplines

· Using literacy skills in the social studies classroom
· Creating meaningful, integrated lessons at the elementary level

· Lesson plan development, resource or curriculum alignment

· Creating assessments based on the SS GSEs and/or CCSS for literacy (e.g., Interim Assessments item bank)
· Successful integration/implementation of the SS GSEs and/or the CCSS for literacy at the elementary level

HOWEVER, promotion of quality materials that are available free of charge to the general public or to educational institutions is acceptable, provided that alignment to the standards (CCSS and/or SS GSEs) is demonstrated.  

Inappropriate Content

Proposals that contain negative or otherwise inappropriate references based on ethnicity, gender, age, sexual orientation or beliefs will not be considered.
