Verification Tips at a Glance

Please note the following when you prepare for Verification:

1. The Verification sample size is 3% of number of applications on file as of October 1st – resist the temptation to verify more than the 3%.  More is not better!
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1. Select the Verification sample from error-prone applications first

1. If there are fewer error-prone applications than the number required, take all of the error-prone and select the remaining required number from the rest of the applications

1. If you make two reasonable, required attempts to get a response from a household and the household still does not respond to your request for Verification by the second date you requested a response, send them a notice of adverse action (We Have Checked Your Application) notifying the household that the child(ren) lose his/her/their benefits.  Once you send that notice, that Verification is complete and record as non-response

1. If the household failed to respond by the deadline, they must reapply for benefits providing verifying documentation with the reapplication
