Calculating Exact Score Agreement:

	1. First, record the number of judges at each score point for each of the Training Portfolios scored.  Then, circle the highest number for each Training Portfolio.  Add the numbers in circles.  This is to calculate the number of times judges were in the highest agreement with each other.

	2. Next, multiply the number of judges by the number of Training Portfolios that were scored.

	3. Then, divide the number of times judges were in agreement with each other (Step 1) by the total number of Training Portfolios scored (Step 2).  This is the percent of exact score agreement for the Training Portfolios scored thus far.

	4. Recalculate the percent of exact score agreement when additional Training Portfolios have been scored.  (Repeat Steps 1-3.)
