The Expanding Circle of Support — Student A (slide 1)
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Presentation Notes
1.  Student A has just entered first grade in Rhode Island and receives support from an English as a Second Language (ESL) teacher. She is reading below grade level and needs a PLP. The Classroom teacher has already differentiated instruction for her, conferred with her family, and identified some specific areas of need. (Student, Teachers, Parents)



In developing the PLP for Student A, the teacher asks for assistance from the ESL teacher in designing the most appropriate intervention. Both teachers carry out aspects of the PLP intervention plan and progress monitoring for a period of time  – Student A’s family reinforces the plan with activities at home.

3. After a few revisions to the plan, it becomes clear that the intervention is helping Student A’s reading improve, but not at a fast enough rate to reach her intervention goal. The circle expands to consult with some members of the PLP Expanded Support Team. The PLP Expanded Support Team that has been convened for Student A goes over the documentation gathered so far and make suggestions for revising the intervention to more specifically address her areas of need. The Team recommends the Speech/Language Pathologist become apart of Student A’s PLP intervention plan.



4.  The Classroom teacher, ESL teacher, Speech/Language Pathologist and Student A’s family carry out and/or support the revised intervention.  Her progress is monitored for a period of time. 



5. Progress remains slow. The PLP Expanded Support Team meets again and decides to revise some instructional strategies and to increase service time within the plan. The Classroom teacher, ESL teacher and Speech/Language Pathologist continue to work with Student A.

7. Progress remains slow, therefore the PLP Expanded Support Team meets again and decides to request more assistance. Student A’s family participates in the discussion. Together they review all the data and consider her progress to date. They decide to include the Reading Specialist for additional assistance.



8. The teachers carry out this new intervention and the family supports it with at home activities. The new aspects of the intervention prove to be very successful and Student A’s progress brings her steadily toward grade level reading. The intervention is continued into the next grade level. 
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The Expanding Circle of Support — Student A (slide 4)
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10. The intervention goal is met, however Student A is still not reading at grade level. A new focus is needed and a new intervention plan is written for the student. The new plan will be supported by the Classroom teacher, ESL teacher, and the parents. The Speech/Language Pathologist and Reading Specialist are no longer needed for direct servicing. {The circle contracts}



11. The PLP continues until Student A can read successfully at grade level.

 Student B is a 9th grader, whose screening results have just been analyzed. He is reading 4 years below grade level.  Student B’ s parents were contacted and informed of their son’s situation. The parents choose not to participate in any part of the process or assist at home.

3.  Since Student B is 4 years below grade level, in accordance with the High School Regulations, the Reading Specialist designs and implements direct instruction for Student B. He meets with the Reading Specialist for intensive interventions. After progress monitoring results show little progress toward the goal, the Reading Specialist is concerned and would like to provide additional supports for Student B.

The circle of support expands to include members of the PLP Expanded Support Team. Student B’s PLP Expanded Support Team includes: Content Area teachers, Reading Specialist, Targeted Literacy teacher, and School Counselor.  They conclude that Student B will continue with his intensive support with the Reading Specialist and receive additional literacy support through the Targeted Literacy Group.
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
