I always enjoy opportunities to observe students engaged in math. You have created an environment of respect, orderliness, and good humor. I especially appreciated how you greeted the student who arrived late with a caring, and personal approach, while not letting it stop the flow of learning. It is clear that there are procedures are in place to focus time on learning.
[bookmark: _GoBack]While students participated in the initial vocabulary activity, I found myself wondering if they would have gotten even more out of the lesson if there was less passive engagement (e.g. placing a definition card to match another) and more opportunities to discuss the content in student groups, or to the class. Even though students participated, they were not expected to explain their understanding or problem-solving approach to these important vocabulary words. Therefore, I would strongly recommend you observe Mr. Smith’s 7th grade algebra class because he does a better job having students explain their thinking with similar activities. I already told him that you appear to need support in this area, and that he should expect you in the next week or so.
