This is a tool to support schools, CABS, and LEAs review the evidence-base for each selected intervention and will be used by RIDE to review each intervention to provide feedback and support to Collaborative Teams as they work towards selecting EBIs for their Comprehensive School Improvement Plan. Interventions that do not meet the evidence standards of Tier I, II, or III will not be eligible for 1003 funding of any type.
